
Geneseo Captures SUNYAC Men’s Swimming and Diving Title
Blue Wave takes seventh straight title

The Geneseo men’s swimming and diving team won its seventh straight conference title with a 328-point margin of
victory over second-place Oswego. Senior Dan Allen (Delmar/Albany Academy) collected two titles, including NCAA
provisional times in the 100 and 200 freestyle and was selected most outstanding swimmer. Junior Mike Wiese (Buffalo/
Kenmore West) added his third straight SUNYAC title in the 1650 freestyle and junior Josh Hinman (Weedsport/
Weedsport) won both the 100 and 200 butterfly title for the Blue Wave. Charlie Hake (Akron/Akron), James Kallio (Avon/
Avon), Phil Szrama (Orchard Park/Orchard Park) and Evan Smith (Pine Bush/Pine Bush) added titles for Geneseo
winning the 50 freestyle, 200 breaststroke, 100 backstroke and the 200 backstroke respectively. Geneseo also captured all
five relay crowns.
