Sophomore outside hitter Katie Brody (Apalachin/Vestal) had 16 kills and 17 digs, senior 
middle hitter Siobhan Loughlin (Hauppauge) added 15 kills and a .609 attack percentage and 
senior setter Jamie McMullen (Castile/Letchworth) registered 53 assists, six kills and eight 
digs. Junior middle hitter Kielty Ciccone (Schenectady) put down a team-best four blocks. 
Senior outside hitter Barbie Lang (Cuba/Cuba-Rushford), junior Danielle Turner 
(Farmingville/Sachem) and Loughlin each had 14 digs and junior Sara Schlichting (Clifton 
Park/Elmira Free Academ y) added 13 digs. Loughlin and Turner each served four aces. 
Cortland finished the match with a team .393 attack percentage.
